     2018 and included the repair and restoration of the historic street side wood 

     and plaster façade, repair of exposed exterior brick, and replacement of windows.   

     The existing building was constructed circa 1881 and built primarily of fired clay  

     brick, wood framing, stone and concrete.  This building was listed on the National 

     Registry of Historic Places in 1972.
